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A New, Old Way to Remove Rust and Paint

One method of paint and rust removal is to use electrolysis. The
electrolysis process has been used by professionals to restore old
tools, hardware and other items made of cast iron, wrought iron or
steel for many years. In the electrolytic bath, the part will have its red
rust converted to black oxide. The black oxide can be removed prior
to painting to reveal shiny iron metal beneath the black.

The electrolysis process takes place in a solution of water and
household lye. You can also use washing soda (Sodium Carbonate)
instead of the lye. Remember washing soda and baking sodas are not
the same thing. Look for washing soda in the laundry detergent area,
lye (Sodium Hydroxide) can be found in the hardware department
with the drain cleaners. Be sure not to use Drano because it has extra
stuff in it that interferes with the process. Please be extra careful with
the Lye! USE RUBBER GLOVES AND EYE PROTECTION.

For the electrolytic bath you will need the following items:

A well ventilated, protected area away from weather, pets,
children or other unwanted individual encountering this activity.

A plastic storage container large enough for your project. (20 to

25 gallons is recommended.)

Washing soda or Lye

Battery charger i 6 or 12 volt, around 10 amps

Sacrificial electrode (scrape iron, steel or old metal fence posts,
lawn mower blade, or what ever you have that you never
want to use again.)

Water

Mix your solution at rate of 1 tablespoon of lye or soda to one
gallon of water. Always add lye to water, not the other way around.
Stir with a wooden stick. Place sacrificial electrode in the bath (around
the edges of the container) and place your part in the center so that it
does not touch the electrode. Use old 12 or 14 gauge iron wire to
connect the part to the battery clamp above the surface of the water.
Hook up the charger (use an appropriately fused or GFI outlet). Hook
the BLACK cable from your charger to the part you want to clean. The
red cable goes to the sacrificial electrode that will corrode. When acti-
vated you will see bubbles of oxygen and hydrogen gas rising from
the part and the electrode this indicates that current is flowing cor-
rectly. Lots of current or your meter going off the scale probably indi-
cates a short. Check to be sure that no part of the piece being
cleaned is in contact with the sacrificial electrode. Be sure that the
electricity is turned off whenever you are handling the part or the
sacrificial electrode.

The solution can be pretty nas
to be changed, though you may want to do so from time to time. You
can strain it through some nylons, or skim off the large pieces of de-
bris and foam. The solution is mildly basic and can be disposed of
safely and the area hosed off if necessary. When it appears that the
part has had all of its rust converted to black oxide, wash it under
running water and clean off the black oxide with a scotch -bright pad
or wire brush. If it still has paint or rust, return to electrolytic process
and repeat. Be sure to prime or otherwise conserve the metal immedi-
ately upon finishing this process or it will start to rust again. You may
want to use your oven on low heat to do the final dry on your pieces.
Remember hydrogen gas is explosive be sure not to smoke or light
any sparks near the electrolytic bath.
